Round 1 certainly provided a real test coming up against Richmond in tiger territory for the first game of the year. The feedback I received from the girls during the week at training was “Richmond are going to smash us”. As it turned out this could not have been further from the truth.
After a shaky start to the day with a few players running late due to inner city traffic, and one player on the bench with ice on both hands having jarred a finger on each during the pre-match warm ups, the captains for the day Sophie and Lucy led the team onto the field. From the first siren the girls played high-pressure football with strong tackles and running in numbers ensuring we were up for the challenge and not giving Richmond any easy possessions. With 15 tackles, 6 shepherds and holding Richmond to one goal at quarter time the team was in a good position.
